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Preface

In the year 2005, there were 16 research projextsiasmaller studies at the Institute of Epide-
miology and Social Medicine (IES). Among the praégecl2 were financially supported by

grants from the Federal German Ministry of Educatiod Research and the Social Ministry of
the State of Mecklenburg-West Pomerania. In aduditiee were supported by the Krupp von
Bohlen und Halbach-foundation. This foundation jeg the opportunity for young researchers
to work in research groups in the USA or other ¢oes.

IES members were authors of 69 publications, otti6 were peer reviewed articles in scien-
tific journals. Among these, 49 were in Englishdaage. The institute members gave 24 poster
and 48 oral presentations. They were awarded o@e for an outstanding contribution to a
scientific journal and one prize for a poster asceentific meeting. One IES member was hon-
ored with the Community Medicine award of the unsiges Lund (Sweden) and Greifswald.
The number of our published peer reviewed jourragdeps has increased since the year 2000
(Figure 1).

The goal of the project is to conduct epidemiolafanalyses about diseases and risk factors in
the area of West Pomerania and to provide a datdlaod sample bank for associated projects
in the Research Net Community Medicine (CMR) of theversity of Greifswald. The methods
include a cohort study in which a probability saenpf the adult population of West Pomerania
Is investigated. The working program includes thsdiine investigation (SHIP-0) as well as a
5-year-follow-up (SHIP-1). The data collection periof SHIP-1 continued in the year 2005.
The participants are investigated by medical anttadleneasurement instruments as well as a
health related interview. Results will cover radaships between risk factors, diseases and death
cases. Up to now there are 86 publications, amiogign 78 articles in scientific journals, among
them 75 articles peer reviewed, among these 6hghigh.
