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Preface

In the year 2006, there were 17 research projects and 8 smaller studies at the Institute
of Epidemiology and Social Medicine (IES). Among the projects, 13 were financially
supported by grants from the Federal German Ministry of Education, 2 were financially
supported by the European Union. In addition, we were supported by the Social Minis-
try of the State of Mecklenburg-West Pomerania, the Krupp von Bohlen und Halbach-
foundation, the Federal Centre of Health Education and health insurance funds.

IES members were authors of 61 publications, of which 52 were peer reviewed articles

in scientific journals. Among these, 45 were in English language. The institute members
gave 64 poster and 49 oral presentations.

The goal of the project is to conduct epidemiological analyses about diseases and risk
factors in the area of West Pomerania and to provide a data and blood sample bank for
associated projects in the Research Net Community Medicine (CMR) of the University
of Greifswald. The methods include a cohort study in which a probability sample of the
adult population of West Pomerania is investigated. The working program includes the
baseline investigation (SHIP-0) as well as a 5-year-follow-up (SHIP-1). The data collec-
tion period of SHIP-1 continued in the year 2005. The participants are investigated by
medical and dental measurement instruments as well as a health related interview. Re-
sults will cover relationships between risk factors, diseases and death cases. Up to now
there are 113 publications, among them 103 articles in scientific journals, among them
100 articles peer reviewed, among these 86 in English.

The aim of the project is to analyse single characteristics of tobacco smoking and risky
alcohol consumption as well as their development. The methods include the investiga-
tion of a probability sample from the adult population of a northern German area by
face-to-face in home interviews.
